19:00 discusses Igor’s Five easy pieces- originally played with Soulima, as well as Igor’s teaching methods (which are mirrored in Soulimas to an extent, as per the Husarik article).
This is a core item, as the five pieces would become Suite 1 for orchestra (I think both suites were played by Sinfonietta)

26:30 Puppets and Pulcinella are discussed.
53:00 has a performance by Soulima of a few preludes in memorial of Igor.
